U we were to be suddenly offered a magic wand by which 
all disease and the sorrow and economic loss resulting from 
Jt could be wiped out. we would be quick to grasp it, or so 
we think. The way to conquer one disease has been found , 
but the work goes on with comparative slowness. Medical 
11cience has been able to spread the good news that t ubercul­
oels is both preventable and curable. Such news ought to 
be received with the greatest rejoicing, and it has been. Yet 
in apite of the fact t hat great strides have been taken in the 
prevention and cure of the disease, the work of stamping it 
oat goes on more slowly than it ou.bt. 

Doctors and nurses give hopeful interpretations of the 
aituation, but always end by aaying that more equipment and 
fDDda are needed to handle the situation properly. They are 
handicap~ ill their work There are now about 950 beds 
iD btberc:ular hoapitala in West Virginia. but there are al­
ways more thaJI 200 pati.mt:s on the waiting list. 

The method of raiaina f unds for such a great work is a 
aood one--one which pl~ces no burden on a nyone and elves 
neryone who ls able a chance to share in the work. When 
a person bu.ya Christmu Seals he hu made a worthwhile 
coatribaticm, .hut there ia something eli"e- he can do " ·hjch in 
tile pat has o~ beetl neglected.
